A Quick Guide for Parents 
of Under 5s to 7s



Can I still register my child to play in 2026?
Yes, you sure can. Click here to register.

How much does registration cost?
It will cost $225.00. However, if you use your Active Kids Voucher, the
cost will be $175. You will need to get your voucher from Service NSW
before registering. Click here to claim the voucher.

What is included in the cost of registration?
All players receive a training ball. 

Can your child be in the same team as their friends?
Please email grassroots.parklea@gmail.com if you want your child
placed in the same team as their friend/s. We will do our best to
accommodate, but this cannot be guaranteed.
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I have registered my child. What happens next? Do they have to grade?
You must attend the Miniroos U5s/6s/7s Formation Session on
Wednesday, 1 April 2026, at Morgan Power Reserve. The times for
respective age groups are: Under 5/6s - 6.00 pm; Under 7s - 7.00 pm.
There is no grading for Under 5s/6s/7s.

What happens at your Formation Session?
Your child is placed in their team. A committee member assigned to this
team is responsible for facilitating introductions among the players and
their parents. The committee member also works with the parents to
sort out the Manager and Coach for each team. 

Parents should feel comfortable asking questions on the day. Each team
is given a name to have for the season.

Who needs to attend the Formation Session? What happens if I cannot
participate?
Please ensure that at least one parent/relative attends with their child
on the day. If you cannot participate on this day, please contact the Age
Coordinator, Natalie Buccini (details below).

What should my child wear to the Formation Session? Will any training
or game be played on this day?
Your child should wear everyday clothes to the Formation Session, not
soccer gear. There will be no training or game playing at this session. The
focus is all about meeting your new team.

Can I purchase equipment on this day?
Yes, you can purchase shorts, socks, training kits etc. EFTPOS is available
and the only payment method.  Please note that we do not sell boots.



How will the training be structured with Parklea SFC using the inhouse
model?
Training day is on Mondays or Tuesdays, 45 min to 1 hour (days to be
confirmed). Your team will decide the time and duration at your
Formation Session; however, it must finish by 7.00 pm. All Under 5 - 7s
will also have a short training session and a game on Saturdays. More
information about training will be posted on the website and Facebook
soon.

When will the season officially begin?
The season will commence for PSFC U5s - U7s Miniroos players on
Saturday, 11th April 2026. The 2026 U5s to U7s fixtures list will be
released shortly after your Formation Session.

Will all U5 - U7s games be held at Morgan Power Reserve?
Yes, ALL games will be held at Morgan Power in 2026. There will be set
times for each age group. These times are 9:45-10:45 am for U5s & U6s
and 8.30-9:30 am for Under 7s. 

What do the players need to wear when they play?
All children must wear shin pads, boots, PSFC shorts and socks. The Team
Manager will ensure the playing shirts are provided each week. These
playing shirts are the property of PSFC and not to be taken home by
individual players.
